4I have  

decided what to do, so that when I am removed from management, people may receive me into their houses.ô

hundred measures of oil.ô He said to him, óTake your bill, and sit down quickly and write fifty.ô 7Then he said to another, 

óAnd how much do you owe?ô He said, óA hundred measures of wheat.ô He said to him, óTake your bill, and write eighty.ô  
 
8The master commended the dishonest manager for his shrewdness. For the sons of this world are more shrewd in dealing 

with their own generation than the sons of light. 9And I tell you, make friends for yourselves by means of unrighteous 

wealth, so that when it fails they may receive you into the eternal dwellings.  
 
10One who is faithful in a very little is also faithful in much, and one who is dishonest in a very little is also dishonest in 

much. 11If then you have not been faithful in the unrighteous wealth, who will entrust to you the true riches? 12And if you 

have not been faithful in that which is anotherôs, who will give you that which is your own?  
 
13No servant can serve two masters, for either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and 

despise the other. You cannot serve God and money.ò 14The Pharisees, who were lovers of money, heard all these things, 

and they ridiculed him. 15And he said to them, ñYou are those who justify yourselves before men, but God knows your 

hearts. For what is exalted among men is an abomination in the sight of God.ò

" Chicken and Pickin' at the Millò: A very special supper 

planned at the China Grove Roller Mill on Saturday, Sept 28th 

from 5-7pm will feature homemade chicken and  

dumplings and homemade desserts.

Concordia Senior Citizens and Homecoming Celebrations 
 

The first recorded event to honor the senior members of Concordia Lutheran Church 

was a banquet held in 1963.  The second event was held August 15, 1964.  There were 

32 seniors recognized at that banquet including 3 couples who had been married 50 

years or more.   

 

Entertainment was provided by Ivy, Jerry and Randy Overcash and Harold Higgins.    

A Fellowship Picnic Supper honoring senior members was held August 21, 1965 at 

6pm.  There were 29 seniors honored including four couples who had been married 50 

years or more. The Social Ministry Team planned the picnic.  Entertainment consisted 

of the boys and girls that attended Lutheridge, the Childrenôs Choir, the Children of the 

Primary Department and a quartet:  Guy Karriker, Ray P. Karriker, Hugh B. Karriker 

and Hoke Karriker.   

  

Carnation corsages and boutonnieres were given to the honored guests (annual tradition 

until the 2000ôs).   

 

Fellowship Picnic Suppers honoring the senior members continued until 1969 when the  

celebration was changed to the 11:00 am Sunday Worship Service and 38 seniors were 

honored including three couples who had been married 50 or more years.  A picnic 

lunch followed the worship service.  What great meals those were with all of  

Concordiaôs wonderful cooks.   

 

In 1969 the annual celebration was held in September starting a tradition that continued 

having the event on the 3rdor 4th Sunday of September. Former ministers and guest  

speakers brought the message at the worship service each year.   

 

On September 25, 1988 the 25th Annual Senior Citizen Day honored 89 seniors  

including 18 couples married 50 years or more and 53 seniors who had reached their 

70th  birthday! In 2013 Concordia celebrated its 50th Senior Citizen Day and honored 

172 seniors including 20 couples who had been married 50 years or more plus132  

seniors who were 70 years old or older. 

 

Concordia now celebrates Home Coming each September with a special worship  

service that includes recognition of the senior members, a guest minister, special music, 

and a picnic lunch following the 11:00 am Service.   

 

Those faithful members who served God and the Church through their lifetimes  

certainly contributed to Concordiaôs proud heritage.
